
To register as a volunteer in CERVIS you will need to create a 
volunteer profile. You will be asked to provide some 
information about yourself, answer a few questions and review 
and accept the terms and conditions of our volunteer 
agreement. Here are step-by-step directions describing how to 
complete that process.

The next screen should look like this at the top: 

To create a profile/register in CERVIS you are required to provide the following: 
• First and last name 
• Phone number 
• Email address 
• Emergency contact name and phone number 
You will also be asked to indicate if you have ever received a fish and wildlife citation or felony 
conviction and if you are 14 and over or 18 and over.  



Your screen should look like this when you get to the bottom: 

• You will be asked to click a box to indicate that you have read, understand and accept the 
terms of our volunteer agreement.  

 

• You will then click the “I’m not a robot” box.  
 



• Type the text that that pops up and then click “Verify”. 
 

• To complete the process click on the “Create Volunteer Profile” tab. 



The next screen should look like this at the top: 

Woo-Hoo! 
Good Job! 

You will also receive an email that will give you a temporary password so that you can 
access your profile any time.
