Error: The pamphlet incorrectly lists an “All species” season.

Page 36 – Channel Creek (Whatcom Co.)  
Error: The pamphlet incorrectly lists an “All species” season. 
Correction: The season should be listed as “All Game Fish.” 
 
Page 37 – Pilchuck Creek (Snohomish Co.) from Pilchuck Falls upstream 
including all tributaries and their tributaries, including tributaries to Lake 
Cavanaugh.

Up to 2 adults may 
be retained.  Release CHINOOK, wild COHO, and CHUM.

Bridge to Ocean Beach Rd. Bridge. 
Error: The pamphlet incorrectly lists the season as All Game Fish. 
Correction: The correct season should have been listed as Other Game Fish. 
 
Page 61 - Wishkah River (Grays Harbor Co.) from weir upstream. 
Error: A TROUT season was incorrectly omitted from the pamphlet.  The listing 
of the All Game Fish season is also incorrect. 
Correction: The correct seasons should have been listed as: Trout: First Sat. in 
June-Oct. 31. Min. size 14”. Daily limit 2. Other Game Fish: First Sat. in June-
Oct. 31. Statewide min. size/daily limit.

New for 2010
STATEWIDE ruLE CHANGES

All freshwater areas are CLOSED to the harvest of any fi sh not 
classifi ed as a food fi sh or game fi sh (see defi nitions page 18).

New Stream Strategy - With the aim of offering more protection 
to juvenile salmonids rearing in our streams, a  more conservative 
stream management strategy has been put in place in all streams 
that drain into Puget Sound or the Strait of Juan de Fuca. The basic 
premise is to close all rivers, streams, and beaver ponds to fi shing 
except as listed in the Rules Pamphlet. Beginning on page 31 you 
will fi nd the full explanation of these changes, including a map of 
the watersheds affected and an alphabetical listing of streams. The 
remaining westside rivers and all of the eastside rivers are listed in the 
conventional format and still fall under the standard 1st Saturday in 
June through October 31 game fi sh season unless otherwise noted.

Columbia river Endorsement - Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill 
5421 mandates this endorsement as a pilot program with the goal of 
increasing recreational selective fi shing opportunities on the Columbia 
River and its tributaries. The endorsement is required when fi shing 
for salmon or steelhead in the Columbia River and its tributaries from 
the Rocky Point-Tongue Point line to Chief Joseph Dam (for more 
information see wdfw.wa.gov/licensing/crss_endorsement). 
These areas are identifi ed in this pamphlet with the following text: 
Col. R. Salmon/Steelhead Endorsement

Two-Pole Endorsement - Substitute House Bill 1778 authorizes the 
Department to sell a two-pole endorsement, which allows anglers 
to use up to 2 lines while fi shing in all lakes statewide, except lakes 
identifi ed in this pamphlet with the following icon: NO

$10 Penalty for Not returning Crab Catch record Cards - A 
$10.00 penalty will be added to the cost of your next Puget Sound 
crab endorsement if you fail to either return your cards by mail or 
report your catch information on the Internet by the deadlines printed 
on the card. This penalty is associated to both summer and winter 
cards. You have the option to decline the winter catch card if you do 
not plan to crab after Labor Day. 

No Harvest of unclassifi ed Marine Invertebrates - We are 
committed to conserving all marine life including species  such as 
sea stars, shore crab, and Pacifi c graceful crab. To protect these 
resources, harvest is no longer permitted. You can still continue to 
collect and remove relic shells, but you cannot remove oyster shells 
from the beach.

rockfi sh and other bottomfi sh in Puget Sound - Big changes 
have occurred in the regulations regarding fi shing for bottomfi sh, 
especially rockfi sh, in Puget Sound. These changes are a result of our 
efforts to conserve resources and provide fi shing opportunities in the 
future.

Many species of rockfi sh are in decline throughout Puget Sound, for 
example three species of rockfi sh - yelloweye, canary and bocaccio 
- are being considered for protection under the federal Endangered 
Species Act. Additionally, we are providing further protection to 
lingcod in Puget Sound.

Rockfi sh - fi shing for, or retention of, any species of rockfi sh is now 
prohibited in most of Puget Sound (Marine Areas 5-13). The only 
exception is the area west of Slip Point and East of Cape Flattery 
where a small fi shery for black rockfi sh and blue rockfi sh is allowed.

Lingcod - fi shing seasons remain the same as last year but the size 
limits have been changed. The minimum size remains at 26 inches 
but the maximum size is now 36 inches. These size limits also apply 
to spearfi shing for lingcod.

Bottomfi sh - fi shing for bottomfi sh (including lingcod) in waters deeper 
than 120 feet is now prohibited. The reason for this restriction is the 
need to reduce the catch of rockfi sh from deep water. Studies have 
shown that rockfi sh caught and released from waters deeper than 
120 feet suffer high rates of mortality. This depth restriction does not 
apply when fi shing for salmon or halibut; however any bottomfi sh you 
catch must be returned to the water. 

SALMON

Ocean Mark Selective Chinook Fishing Opportunity – The 
Columbia River fall Chinook forecast is very strong this year. Ocean 
Chinook fi sheries are expected to be good. Anglers will also have 
additional opportunity in the ocean this year as the fi rst ever ocean 
mark selective Chinook fi shery is scheduled from June 12-30 (or until 
the quota is reached) in Marine Areas 1 through 4.

Skykomish Summer Chinook Mark Selective Fishery – An 
additional section, from the mouth to the Lewis St. Bridge, has been 
added to this fi shery. The fi shery is now open from the mouth to the 
Wallace River.

Willapa Bay Mark Selective Fisheries – To help meet new 
conservation objectives, Area 2-1 and various tributaries will be mark 
selective Chinook and coho fi sheries this year. Anglers will be required 
to release wild Chinook and wild coho.

Barbless Hook rules in Marine Areas 2-1 & 2-2 – To increase 
consistency of regulations between marine areas, new wild fi sh release 
requirements, and to help meet conservation objectives, barbless 
hooks will be required in these areas. 

Skokomish river Fishery – Major changes were made to the 
Skokomish River this year.  To meet a new, more stringent conservation 
objective, the August and September Chinook fi shery will be a mark 
selective fi shery and anglers will be required to release wild Chinook. 
On a trial basis, the recreational fi shery is closed from Hwy. 106 
Bridge to Hwy. 101 Bridge on Mondays, August 2, 9, 16, 23, 30 and 
September 13, to reduce and assess potential confl ict between anglers 
and tribal fi shers. To help reduce snagging, anglers will be required to 
release any salmon that is not hooked inside the mouth. Anglers will 
also be required to retain the fi rst 2 salmon, if legal to do so, and stop 
fi shing. This regulation will help meet Hatchery Reform goals and help 
reduce crowding on the river while maintaining recreational opportunity.

Keep It Clean – Trash, human and pet waste are a problem in some 
areas.  To avoid loss of recreational opportunity resulting from pollution, 
please remember to clean up after yourself and your pets.  Refer to 
Human and Pet Waste Advisory on page 18.

Puyallup river Changes – There will be an earlier opening (August 
1st) upstream of Freeman Rd. this year.  However, downstream of 
Freeman Rd. will open August 16 and be closed on August 22, 29, 30, 
and September 5, 6, 7, 12, 13, 14. These changes will help maintain 
opportunity for recreational anglers and tribal fi shers, and increase 
safety.

Nooksack river Changes – Additional fi shing time has been added, 
additional areas are now open for retention of hatchery Chinook, and 
the hatchery coho limit has been increased.

Skagit river Changes – The summer Chinook forecast is too low to 
allow a directed fi shery this year. Therefore, there will not be a summer 
Chinook fi shery this year. However, the coho forecast is strong and 
anglers will have an opportunity to retain up to 3 coho.

This pamphlet is effective May 1, 2010 through April 30, 2011 and contains information 
you need to legally fish throughout Washington State (see WAC summary information below).

The Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife has released millions of Chinook 
and coho salmon with microscopic coded-wire tags implanted in their heads. The 
majority of coded-wire tags are implanted in hatchery fi sh at the juvenile stage, 
before release from the hatchery. These fi sh are eventually caught in fi sheries, 
sampled on spawning grounds or used for broodstock when they return to the 
hatchery. WDFW samplers use electronic wands to detect the coded-wire tags, 
which provide fi shery managers and biologists with information about fi shery 
distribution, survival and composition of spawning ground population.

Several state and federal agencies (including WDFW), universities 
and Indian tribes also have released salmon, steelhead and sea-run 
cutthroat trout with small acoustic tags in their body cavities. These 
tags transmit signals that are picked up by special receivers, allowing 
fi shery managers to track the fi sh. Anglers who fi nd a tag while 
cleaning their catch should call (360) 902-2700 to report the tag 
number, species of fi sh, date and location of their catch.

The Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife is collecting 
information, statewide, on the locations of derelict fi shing 
gear, such as gillnets and crab pots. To report the location 
of derelict gear, call (800) 477-6224 or visit http://wdfw.
wa.gov/fi shing/derelict/. Qualifi ed organizations will 
remove derelict gear based on information collected.

After the events of September 11, 2001, security has been heightened around 
the nation. Please be aware that there are 500-yard Naval Vessel Protective 
Zones around all naval vessels. Also, most military installations on the water have 
exclusionary zones around them. Consult http://www.navcen.uscg.gov or the 
local base commander or Coast Guard offi ce for more details.

The Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife supports 
and encourages safe boating, and urges anglers to be careful 
and responsible on Washington’s waterways. Recreational 
fi shing accounts for about half of this state’s boating fatalities. 
WDFW reminds anglers to always wear U.S. Coast Guard 
approved lifejackets, understand and be alert for weather 
and tide changes, carry all required safety equipment, and 
never “push your luck” when it comes to safety on the water. 
If you have never taken a boating safety course, contact 
the U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary, U.S. Power Squadrons, or 
Washington State Parks Boating Program, for information on 
mandatory education classes and home-study courses.

Derelict Fishing Gear

It is illegal to transport, introduce, or use prohibited aquatic 
animal and plant species in the state. WDFW encourages 
citizens to be vigilant in preventing the introduction or 
spread of prohibited and other non-native species. To report

Prohibited Aquatic Species

Washington State’s Fish and Wildlife Enforcement Code (Revised Code of 
Washington Chapter 77.15) requires the mandatory suspension of a person’s 
fi shing privileges, for up to fi ve years, if a person is convicted of one of the following 
violations:

•  assaulting a Fish and Wildlife Enforcement Offi cer, or an employee or agent of
 the Department performing offi cial duties
•  fi rst degree waste of fi sh and wildlife
•  harvesting endangered fi sh or wildlife
•  unlawfully purchasing or using a license
In addition, repeat offenders (any person with three convictions for any kind of 
violation within ten years) receive a mandatory two-year suspension of all fi shing 
and hunting privileges. The law treats an uncontested notice of infraction, a bail 
forfeiture (payment of the fi ne on a citation), or a guilty plea as a conviction that 
will be counted. You will permanently lose your fi shing and hunting privileges if you 
hunt or fi sh on a suspended license or demonstrate a willful or wanton disregard 
for the conservation of fi sh or wildlife. Furthermore, property that is used to violate 
any fi shing and hunting regulations, or that is held with the intention of committing 
a violation, may be seized for evidence and may ultimately be forfeited to the state.

License Suspensions and Property Forfeitures

As the number of users and types of use continue to 
increase on WDFW lands, the new rules provide a fair and 
sensible approach to protecting both fi sh and wildlife habitats 
and recreational values consistent with healthy wildlife 
populations.
These rules, which only apply on WDFW lands, are now 
in effect. The complete public conduct rule package is 
available on WDFW’s website at http://wdfw.wa.gov/lands/
wildlife_areas/public_conduct.html. Although some conduct 
rules remain in place and have not changed, the new WAC 
chapter compiles them in one location for easy reference.
The rules address behavior and conduct, parking, camping, 
campfi res, dumping and littering, target shooting, fi reworks, 
pets, building blinds and tree stands, access, commercial 
and noncommercial use, and enforcement.
A Washington State fi shing guide license qualifi es as a 
permit to use WDFW water access sites for the purpose of 
guiding licensed anglers.
With the new public conduct rules in place, WDFW public 
lands will continue to provide safe, beautiful wildlands for all 
users to enjoy now and in the future.

Shellfish/Seaweed License: Allows you to harvest razor clams, red rock, coastal Dungeness crab, goose 
barnacles, mussels, octopus, oysters, scallops, sea cucumbers, sea urchins, shrimp, softshell and hardshell 
clams, squid, and seaweed. No catch record card is required.

1-5 Day Combination Licenses: These short-term licenses work just like a combination license. This 
license is NOT valid for game fi sh (see: page 27) for the 8-day period beginning the last Saturday in April, 
unless you are an active duty resident military personnel.

Razor Clam License: This license (available as an annual or 3-day temporary license) allows you to harvest 
razor clams. You do not need this license if you already have a shellfi sh/seaweed or combination license. 
No catch record card is required.

Puget Sound Dungeness Crab Endorsement: This endorsement can be added to a Combination or 
Shellfi sh/Seaweed license for a fee of $2.50 and allows you to harvest Puget Sound Dungeness crab (a $.50 
fee will allow you to add this endorsement to a 1-5 Day Combination License). Separate catch record cards 
are required and come free with the endorsement (see: catch record card requirements on page 16). There is 
no fee for juveniles age 14 and under but the endorsement is still required.

These and other permanent disabilities may

Juvenile – A juvenile fi shing event is restricted to anglers 14 years old 
and under. A juvenile fi shing event exists when 10 or more juveniles fi sh 
competitively for game fi sh (i.e., trout, bass, walleye, etc.) and determine 
winners, regardless of the prize value. Approval to conduct a juvenile 
fi shing event must be obtained from the WDFW regional offi ce in the 
region in which the event will occur.
Adult fi shing contests or juvenile fi shing events that target food fi sh (i.e., 
salmon, sturgeon, halibut, etc.) do not need a permit and do not need to 
notify the agency.
For more information, or to request an application for a permit to conduct 
a fi shing contest, contact the WDFW Fish Program at (360) 902-2700. 
There is a $24 application fee.

June 12-13, 2010, is “Free Fishing Weekend” in 
Washington. On those two days, fi shing licenses are 
not required. Catch Record Cards are required to 
fi sh for salmon, sturgeon, steelhead, Puget Sound 
Dungeness crab, and halibut. Free fi shing days are 
valid for everyone. All other rules apply, including 
area and lure or bait restrictions and size and catch 
limits. A Vehicle Use Permit is not required. Each 
year, the Free Fishing Weekend will be the fi rst 
weekend in June, after the fi rst Monday in June.

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Adult Salmon In freshwater and Marine Areas 
2-1 and 2-2, Chinook 24" or more in length; 
coho 20" or more in length; and pink, chum, 
and sockeye salmon 12" or more in length, are 
adults.
Angling (Hook & Line Fishing) Fishing for 
personal use (not for sale or barter) with a line 
attached to a pole capable of being held in 
hand while landing fi sh, or a hand-operated line 
without a rod or reel.
Annual Limit The number of fi sh that may be 
taken, statewide, during the license year
(April 1-March 31).
Anti-Snagging rule Except when fi shing with 
a buoyant lure (with no weights added to the line 
or lure), or trolling from a vessel or fl oating de-
vice, terminal fi shing gear is restricted to a lure 
or bait with one single-point hook. Hooks must 
measure ¾ inch or less from point to shank, and 
must be attached to or below the lure or bait. 
Weights may not be attached below or less than 
12” above the lure or bait.

Bait Anything that attracts fi sh or shellfi sh by 
scent and/or fl avor. This includes any device 
made of feathers, hair, fi ber, wood, metal, glass, 
cork, leather, rubber, or plastic, which uses scent 
and/or fl avoring to attract fi sh or wildlife.
Bass When used in the fi shing pamphlet, 
the term “bass” includes largemouth and 
smallmouth bass.
Bottomfi sh Includes Pacifi c cod, Pacifi c 
tomcod, Pacifi c hake (or whiting), walleye 
pollock, all species of dabs, sole and fl ounders 
(except Pacifi c halibut), lingcod, ratfi sh, 
sablefi sh, cabezon, greenling, buffalo sculpin, 
great sculpin, red Irish lord, brown Irish 
lord, Pacifi c staghorn sculpin, wolfeel, giant 
wrymouth, plainfi n midshipman, all species of 
shark, skate, rockfi sh, rattail, and surf perches 
excluding shiner perch.
Bouyant Lure A lure that fl oats on the surface 
of fresh water when no additional weight is 
applied to the line or lure, and when not being 
retrieved by a line.
Bow-and-Arrow Fishing Taking fi sh with a line 
attached to an arrow and propelled by a bow. 
Does not include the use of crossbows.
Catch-and-release Fishing A type of fi shing 
where all of the fi sh caught are immediately 
released back into the water.
Chumming Scattering feed or other materials to 
attract fi sh to a location.
Closed Waters A body of water where fi shing is 
prohibited.
Daily Limit The maximum number or pounds 
of fi sh, shellfi sh, or seaweed of a given species 
and size which a person may legally keep in a 
single day.
Designated Harvester Card This card allows 
the licensed person with a disability to receive 
assistance from another licensed individual for 
fi shing or harvesting shellfi sh. The designated 
harvester must have their license and the 
Designated Harvester Card in their possession 
when assisting a person with a disability.

Emergency rule (rCW 34.05.350) A rule fi led 
by an agency when the agency determines 
that immediate action is necessary to change a 
permanent rule. 
Equipped with a motor A motor is attached to 
the fl oating device, regardless of whether the 
motor is in the water.
Fathom Line (20 or 30) It is unlawful to fi sh 
for or possess bottomfi sh or lingcod seaward 
of a line approximating 20 or 30 fathoms when 
fathom restrictions are in place. Halibut fi shery 
may be restricted to the waters shoreward of 30 
fathoms in Marine Areas 3 and 4.  
Fly A lure on which thread, feathers, hackle, or 
yarn cover a minimum of half of the shank of 
the hook. Metallic colored tape, tinsel, mylar, or 
bead eyes may be used as an integral part of 
the design of the fl y pattern.
Fly Fishing Only In “Fly Fishing Only” waters, 
an angler may use only the following tackle: up 
to 2 fl ies, each with a barbless single-point hook, 
not to exceed ½" from point to shank, and a 
conventional fl y line (other line may be used for 
backing or leader if attached to at least 25 feet of 
fl y line). Anglers may not use fi xed spool reels, 
bait, or weight attached to the leader or line. 
Only knotless nets may be used to land fi sh. 
An angler with a disability, who has been issued 
a special use disability permit and has it in 
their possession, may fi sh in “Fly Fishing Only” 
waters with spin casting gear, with a casting 
bubble, and may use an electric motor while 
fi shing on “Fly Fishing Only” lakes where fi shing 
from a boat is allowed. All other restrictions listed 
above still apply.
Food Fish Includes forage fi sh, halibut, 
bottomfi sh, common carp, shad, tuna, mackerel, 
salmon, and sturgeon.
Forage Fish Includes anchovy, sand lance, 
herring, sardine, and smelt.
Forage Fish Dip Net A section of netting 
(maximum mesh size is ⅝" stretched mesh) 
distended by a rigid frame not exceeding 36" 
across and directly attached to a rigid handle. 
May only be used for forage fi sh or squid.
Forage Fish Jig Gear Jig gear may have up 
to three treble hooks or nine single-point hooks, 
not to exceed ⅜" between point and shank. May 
only be used for forage fi sh or squid.
Frozen Fish or shellfi sh that are hard frozen  
throughout.
Fresh Fish or shellfi sh that are refrigerated, 
iced, salted, or surface glazed.
Freshwater Area Those waters within any 
freshwater river, lake, stream, or pond. On the 
bank or within 10 yards of any freshwater river, 
lake, stream, or pond. On or within any boat 
launch, ramp, or parking facility associated with 
any freshwater river, lake, stream, or pond.
Gaffi ng Attempting to take fi sh by impaling fi sh 
with a hook attached directly to a pole or other 
device.
Game Fish Includes bass, burbot (freshwater 
ling), catfi sh, crappie, grayling, northern 
pikeminnow, peamouth chub, yellow perch, 
northern pike, tiger musky, sucker, sunfi sh, 
grass carp, trout (including steelhead, kokanee, 
and Dolly Varden/bull trout), landlocked salmon 
(Chinook, coho or Atlantic), walleye, and 
whitefi sh.

Handling rules
  Freshwater: It is unlawful to totally remove 

salmon, steelhead, or Dolly Varden/bull trout 
from the water if it is unlawful to retain those 
fi sh, or if the angler subsequently releases the 
salmon, steelhead, or Dolly Varden/bull trout. 

  Marine Area 2-2: It is unlawful to totally remove 
salmon from the water if it is illegal to retain 
those fi sh, except anglers fi shing from boats 
30 feet or longer as listed on either their state 
or Coast Guard registration are exempt.

  Marine Areas 5-13: It is unlawful to bring wild 
salmon or a species of salmon aboard a 
vessel if it is unlawful to retain that salmon 
(“aboard” means inside the gunwale of a 
vessel). 

Hatchery Salmon Means a Chinook or coho 
with a clipped adipose fi n and having a healed 
scar at the location of the fi n. 

Hatchery Steelhead or Trout Means a 
steelhead or cutthroat with a clipped adipose or 
ventral fi n and a healed scar at the location of 
the clipped fi n.
Head of a Fish Forward of the rear margin of 
the gill plate.
Hook A hook may be single-point, double, or 
treble. See Freshwater or Marine Area gear 
rules for limitations.

Barbless A hook from which all barbs have 
been deleted when manufactured, fi led off, or  
pinched down.
Single-Point A hook with only one point.
Double A hook with two points on a common
shank.
Treble A hook with three points on a common
shank.

Human and Pet Waste Advisory Human and 
pet waste can make people sick and cause 
harvest closures of lakes, rivers and shellfi sh 
beds. To save our fi shing, shellfi shing, hunting 
and other outdoor opportunities on public and 
private lands, we each must clean up after 
ourselves and pets. Please use portable or 
vault toilets and other approved facilites. Scoop, 
bag and dispose of human and pet waste if no 
facilities are available.
In a Wild State Population of animals referred 
to as naturally reproducing within the state.
In the Field or In Transit Anywhere other than 
at an ordinary residence. Dockside fi sh cleaning 
facilities, boat ramps, and cold storage lockers 
are considered in the fi eld.
Internal Combustion Motors Prohibited 
Means fi shing from a fl oating device equipped 
with an internal combustion motor is not allowed.

Adult Salmon In freshwater and Marine Areas Emergency rule (rCW 34.05.350) A rule fi led Handling rules
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Night Closure When a night closure is in effect, 
fi shing is closed from one hour after offi cial 
sunset to one hour before offi cial sunrise. 
Opening Day of Lowland Lake Season The 
last Saturday in April each year.
Ordinary residence A residential dwelling 
where a person normally lives, with associated 
features such as address, telephone number, 
utility account, etc. A motorhome or camper 
parked at a campsite is not considered to be an 
ordinary residence.
Other Food Fish When used in this pamphlet, 
this refers to species which occur in our waters 
irregularly, usually in coastal areas during the 
summer months and includes barracuda, white 
sea bass, bonito, yellowtail, and pomfret.
Possession Limit The number of daily limits 
allowed to be kept in the fi eld or in transit.
Processed Fish or shellfi sh that have been 
subjected to heat (including kippering, smoking, 
canning, and boiling).
Puget Sound All saltwater areas east of the 
Bonilla-Tatoosh line, outside the mouth of any 
river or stream, including the Strait of Juan de 
Fuca, Strait of Georgia, Hood Canal, and all 
bays and inlets.
Quota Salmon, halibut, sturgeon, and some 
shellfi sh are managed by allocations in 
many areas. These fi sheries close when the 
allocations have been taken.
rake A smelt or herring rake is any device 
designed to be drawn through the water to 
impale fi sh, but does not include forage fi sh 
jigger gear.
release Wild Chinook, Coho, Steelhead, 
or Cutthroat Means wild Chinook, coho, 
steelhead, or cutthroat may not be kept; only 
hatchery fi sh of the designated species may be 
kept. (See Wild Chinook and Coho and Wild 
Steelhead and Cutthroat).
relic Shell A relic (dead) shell from an animal 
which died of natural causes and contains no 
meat or soft parts. A relic shell may be from 
a classifi ed species of shellfi sh or from an 
unclassifi ed freshwater or marine invertebrate. 
Oyster shells may never be considered a relic 
shell.
resident A person who has maintained a 
permanent place of abode within the state for 
at least 90 days preceding license purchase, 
who has established by formal evidence (e.g., a 
driver’s license and voter registration) an intent 
to continue residing in the state, and who is not 
licensed to hunt or fi sh as a resident in another 
state.
Salmon Includes Chinook, coho, sockeye, 
chum, pink, and Atlantic salmon.
Seaweed Marine species of algae (such 
as kelp, rock weed, and sea lettuce) and 
seagrasses (such as eelgrass).
Selective Gear rules Only unscented artifi cial 
fl ies or lures with one single-point, barbless hook 
are allowed. Up to a total of three artifi cial fl ies or 
lures, each containing one single-point, barbless 
hook may be used. Bait is prohibited; fi sh may 
be released until the daily limit is retained. Only 
knotless nets may be used to land fi sh except 
where specifi cally allowed under Special Rules 
for individual waters. If any fi sh has swallowed 
the hook or is hooked in the gill, eye, or tongue, 
it should be kept if legal to do so.

Jack Salmon Chinook and coho salmon that 
return at a younger age than most members of 
their species. For freshwater and in Willapa Bay 
(area 2-1) and Grays Harbor (area 2-2), a jack 
salmon is a Chinook less than 24" in length or a 
coho less than 20" in length.
Juvenile Only Waters open for fi shing only to 
youth under 15 years of age.
Kokanee Freshwater resident sockeye salmon. 
Where the sea-run (sockeye) and the resident 
(kokanee) forms occur together, refer to the 
Special Rules for the size differences between 
kokanee and sockeye.
Landlocked Salmon rules In waters where 
landlocked salmon rules apply, salmon are 
regulated as trout. Seasons, daily limits, and 
size restriction rules for landlocked salmon 
are identical to the rules for trout in the same 
water. The angler’s combined catch of salmon 
and trout applies toward the trout limit. A Catch 
Record Card is not required to retain salmon in 
these waters.
License Year April 1, 2010-March 31, 2011, 
both dates inclusive. 
Length The shortest distance between the tip 
of the nose and the extreme tip of the tail, mea-
sured while the fi sh is laying on its side on a fl at 
surface with its tail in a normal position. 

Length, Fork Fork length is defi ned as the dis-
tance from the tip of the nose to the fork in the 
tail. This measurement is used only for sturgeon. 

Lure A manufactured article, complete with 
hooks, constructed of feathers, hair, fi ber, wood, 
metal, glass, cork, leather, rubber, or plastic, 
which does not use scent and/or fl avoring to 
attract fi sh.
Marine Area Those waters contained within the 
boundaries of Washington State, within Puget 
Sound, Hood Canal, the Strait of Juan de Fuca, 
the San Juan Islands, the Strait of Georgia, and 
the Pacifi c Ocean, including estuaries seaward 
of the river or stream mouth (see Mouth 
defi nition).
Maximum Size (max. size) The largest size of 
fi sh or shellfi sh that may be kept. For fi sh, the 
maximum size refers to the length.
Minimum Size (min. size) The smallest size of 
fi sh or shellfi sh that may be kept. For fi sh, the 
minimum size refers to the length.
Motors Prohibited Fishing from a fl oating 
device equipped with a motor is not allowed.
Mouth Unless otherwise defi ned, the mouth 
of a stream, river, or slough is a line projected 
between the outermost uplands at the mouth. 
Outermost uplands are those lands not covered 
by water during ordinary high water.

Shellfi sh Includes Dungeness, red rock, tanner, 
king, and box crab; razor clams, and all other 
marine clams existing in a wild state; oysters, 
geoducks, shrimp, California sea cucumbers, 
sea urchins, scallops, goose barnacles, cockles, 
mussels, squid, octopus, and crawfi sh.
Snagging Attempting to take fi sh with a hook 
and line in such a way that the fi sh does not 
voluntarily take the hook(s) in its mouth. In 
freshwater, it is illegal to possess any fi sh 
hooked anywhere other than inside the mouth or 
on the head.
Spear Fishing Attempting to take fi sh by 
impaling the fi sh on a shaft, arrow, or other 
device.
Stationary Gear restriction The line, weight, 
lure, or bait must be moving (not stationary) 
while in the water. 
Steelhead A sea-run rainbow trout 20" in length 
and over.
Stretch Measure The distance between the 
inside of one knot to the outside of the opposite 
vertical knot of one mesh when the mesh is 
stretched vertically.
Trolling Fishing from a vessel that is underway 
and under power.
Trout When used in this pamphlet, the term 
“trout” includes rainbow trout, steelhead, brook, 
brown, cutthroat, tiger, golden, lake trout, and 
kokanee, as well as landlocked Chinook, coho, 
Atlantic salmon, and grayling.
unclassifi ed Marine Invertebrates 
Invertebrates not listed in the shellfi sh defi nition, 
such as snails, nudibranchs, shore crabs, 
graceful crabs, sand dollars, starfi sh, white and 
red sea cucumbers, limpets, chitons, etc.
unclassifi ed Marine Fish Species that are 
not classifi ed as game fi sh or food fi sh by the 
Department and are rarely caught by anglers. 
Unclassifi ed Marine Fish are not listed in this 
pamphlet as salmon, trout, tuna, mackerel, 
forage fi sh, sturgeon, halibut, or other food fi sh. 
These species include ocean sunfi sh, and most 
species of fi sh found in tidepools.
WDFW An acronym for Washington Department 
of Fish and Wildlife.
Weight The weight of fi sh or shellfi sh before 
cleaning them and the wet weight for seaweed 
on which daily and possession pound limits are 
based.
Whitefi sh Gear rules Fishing gear is restricted 
to one single-point hook, maximum hook size 
3/16" point to shank (hook size 14), and bait is 
allowed.
Wild Chinook and Coho Wild Chinook and 
coho have an unclipped adipose fi n.
Wild Steelhead and Cutthroat Wild steelhead 
and cutthroat have unclipped adipose and 
ventral fi ns.

Night Closure When a night closure is in effect, Jack Salmon Chinook and coho salmon that Shellfi sh Includes Dungeness, red rock, tanner, 
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You are Required to:
Cooperate with data collection or other sampling 
of fi sh, SHELLFISH or SEAWEED upon request 
of Department of Fish and Wildlife personnel. 
This includes relinquishing any part of a 
SALMON, STEELHEAD, or other species of fi sh 
containing coded-wire tags.

Stop at mandatory check stations established by 
the Department of Fish and Wildlife.

Show fi sh, SHELLFISH, and SEAWEED in your 
possession and required licenses, Catch Record 
Cards, and gear being used, upon request of a 
Fish and Wildlife offi cer.

Fill out your Catch Record Card immediately 
upon retaining SALMON, STEELHEAD, 
HALIBUT, or STURGEON. For Puget Sound 
DUNGENESS CRAB, fi ll out immediately when 
fi shing from a boat or dock, or upon returning to 
shore when wading or diving.

Return your Catch Record Card when you are 
done fi shing or by the date printed on your card, 
even if nothing was caught.

You May Not:
Fish in closed waters.
Retain wild STEELHEAD or DOLLY VARDEN/
BULL TROUT except where specially authorized 
in the special rules.
Retain a GREEN STURGEON.
Take, fi sh for, or possess PACIFIC LAMPREY, 
WESTERN BROOK LAMPREY, or RIVER 
LAMPREY, or use any species of LAMPREY for 
bait.
Harvest in freshwater any fi sh not classifi ed as a 
food fi sh or game fi sh (See defi nitions page 18).
Fish for PYGMY WHITEFISH, MARGINED 
SCULPIN, or OLYMPIC MUDMINNOW.
Fish for, or harvest fi sh or shellfi sh in an area 
with catch in your possession that does not meet 
the rules of that area. However, you may pass 
through such an area without stopping to fi sh. 
Also, you may catch fi sh in one area and land 
them at a port in a different area even if that 
different area is closed or has different rules, 
except HALIBUT (see page 102). See below for 
Canadian-caught fi sh.
Intentionally waste fi sh or shellfi sh. This includes 
mutilating or clipping fi ns and then returning to 
the water any live fi sh (such as DOGFISH).
Use SALMON, HERRING, or HALIBUT for 
anything other than human consumption or 
fi shing bait.
Continue to fi sh for SALMON after the adult 
portion of the daily limit has been retained.
Fish for (unless authorized by Special Rules) 
or harass fi sh within 400 feet downstream of a 
man-made dam, fi sh ladder, or other obstruction, 
or in rearing, holding, or passage facilities.
Harvest any part of another person’s daily limit, 
except for persons who possess a Designated 
Harvester Card.
Chum (broadcast feed) to attract game fi sh 
unless authorized by Special Rules.
Trespass on private property.
Remove eggs from a salmon to use or preserve 
them for bait without retaining the carcass from 
which the eggs were removed.

You may not offer any recreationally-caught fi sh 
or shellfi sh for sale or barter.

In order to buy, sell, or possess STEELHEAD, 
sea-run CUTTHROAT, or DOLLY VARDEN/
BULL TROUT lawfully taken by a treaty Indian 
member: the fi sh must be accompanied by 
a written statement showing taker’s name, 
address, tribal affi liation, and treaty fi sh 
identifi cation card number, number of fi sh, 
date, and location where taken. This rule does 
not apply to treaty members nor to game fi sh 
purchased from a fi sh buyer licensed by the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife.

Buying and Selling Fish & 
Shellfish

Harvest and Possession Rules Gear Rules
You May Not:
Possess fi sh or shellfi sh that do not meet the 
minimum and maximum size limits, weight limits, 
or sex restrictions, or that are in excess of the 
daily or possession limit.

Possess STURGEON eggs in the fi eld without 
having retained the intact carcass of the fi sh 
from which the eggs were removed. 

Possess another person’s game fi sh unless it is 
accompanied by a statement showing the name, 
address, license number, date, county, and area 
where it was taken, and the signature of the 
angler who harvested it.

Possess DOLLY VARDEN/BULL TROUT in the 
fi eld in such condition that the species and total 
length cannot be determined.

Hold recreationally-caught fi sh or shellfi sh in 
storage by a custom canner, hotel or restaurant, 
or a cold storage plant without tags listing the 
name and address of the owner of the fi sh or 
shellfi sh.

You May Not:
Snag or attempt to snag fi sh.

Use a net, except a dip net to land legally-
hooked fi sh or a forage fi sh dip net.

Use drugs, explosives, or poison that may  
kill or injure fi sh and wildlife.

Use any type of chemical irritant to harvest fi sh, 
shellfi sh, or unclassifi ed marine invertebrates 
unless a special exception has been made by 
the Director.

Fish with a rod not under your immediate control, 
or leave your gear unattended.

Fish for SALMON, STURGEON, OCTOPUS, or 
CRAB in saltwater with underwater spearfi shing 
gear.

Fish for game fi sh, SALMON, SHAD, 
STURGEON, or SHELLFISH with bow and 
arrow or spear. 

Use a gaff hook, except to land legally-hooked 
HALIBUT, TUNA, or DOGFISH shark that will be 
retained.

Use a HERRING rake or a SMELT rake.

Use a crossbow to harvest fi sh or shellfi sh.

It is lawful to possess Canadian-origin fi sh or SHELLFISH if you have a Canadian license and 
salmon conservation stamp (for SALMON), except it is unlawful to possess Canadian-origin 
yelloweye or canary rockfi sh. 

There are special rules for Canadian HALIBUT and SALMON. If you only fi sh in Canada, contact the 
Department of Fisheries and Oceans (DFO) or visit their website at www.dfo-mpo.gc.ca for updated 
Canadian regulations. If you fi sh for HALIBUT in Washington, the daily limit is one HALIBUT, and the 
possession limit is two HALIBUT, regardless of where they are taken. No more than one daily limit of 
HALIBUT may be possessed aboard the fi shing vessel. 

It is unlawful to possess in marine waters or land into Washington any fresh salmon taken for 
personal use from Canadian waters unless such salmon meet current salmon regulations for the 
Catch Record Card area where the salmon are landed, unless you physically clear Customs in 
Bedwell Harbour, Sydney, Ucluelet, Victoria, or White Rock, and get your Customs clearance number 
at the port. If you are in possession of salmon that would be unlawful if taken in Washington, you may 
not fi sh in Washington waters. 

You may not land both a Canadian and a Washington limit of salmon on the same day (one or the 
other, but not both).

Fish and Shellfish Caught in Canada

You May:
Clean or portion fi sh or shellfi sh while in the fi eld 
with the following exceptions: It is unlawful for 
an angler to fail to retain proof of compliance 
with species, size, number, weight, sex, or wild 
or hatchery origin restriction, if such restrictions 
apply, until the angler is ashore and has fi nished 
fi shing for the day. For all ROCKFISH species 
and for fi sh with a length restriction, anglers 
must retain the fi sh carcass until coming ashore 
to comply with the above rule. This does not 
apply if the catch is in the process of being 
prepared for immediate consumption.

Use a rodholder.

Leave your rod in a rodholder while playing or 
landing a fi sh if the rod can be easily removed 
from the holder. 

Use an electric powered reel attached to a pole.

Use a downrigger if the line releases from the 
downrigger while playing or landing the fi sh.

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SALMON and TrOuT HANDLING ruLES

FrESHWATEr: “It is unlawful to totally remove salmon, steelhead, or Dolly Varden/Bull Trout from the water if it is 
unlawful to retain those fi sh, or if the angler subsequently releases the salmon, steelhead, Dolly Varden/Bull Trout.”
MArINE ArEAS 5 through 13: “It is unlawful to bring wild salmon or a species of salmon aboard a vessel if it is 
unlawful to retain that salmon” (“aboard” means inside the gunwale of a vessel).
MArINE ArEA 2-2: “It is unlawful to totally remove salmon from the water if it is illegal to retain those fi sh, except 
anglers fi shing from boats 30 feet or longer as listed on either their state or Coast Guard registration, are exempt.”

SELECTIVE FISHING
Selective fi sheries for hatchery-produced fi sh and catch-
and-release fi sheries are increasingly important to providing 
recreational fi shing opportunities in Washington. To ensure these 
fi sheries are successful, it is absolutely essential that participating 
anglers comply with all regulations and take great care in releasing 
unmarked fi sh to ensure the greatest chance for survival.

HOW TO rELEASE FISH
When you need to release a fi sh, there are some special 
precautions you can take to give it the best chance of surviving:

· Minimize handling by leaving the fi sh in the water. 
· Do not net your fi sh – but if you must, use a soft, 

knotless net or rubber mesh net. Knotless nets are now 
required in fl y-fi shing only areas and freshwater areas 
with selective gear rules.

· Use a hook remover (dehooker) when hooks are 
imbedded in the mouth or jaw.

· If a fi sh has swallowed the hook, cut the leader.
· Keep fi ngers away from the eyes and gills of the fi sh.

FISHING OPPORTUNITY DEPENDS ON CAREFUL HANDLING OF FISH



There are 29 federally-recognized 
tribes in Washington, 21 of which have 
off-reservation hunting and fi shing 
rights secured by federal law. Three 
additional tribes outside of Washington 
also have off-reservation treaty rights 
within Washington. Washington tribes 
also have hunting and fi shing rights 
within their reservations.

The State of Washington and Indian 
tribes both manage activities with 
respect to many of the same resources 
including salmon, steelhead, shellfi sh, 
marine fi sh, and wildlife species. The 
long-term health of these resources 
depends on the state and the tribes 
working cooperatively to identify 
objectives and manage our respective 
activities to meet common goals.

The government-to-government 
relationship between WDFW and 
tribes is established through federal 
law, the Washington Centennial 
Accord and a history of cooperation 
in developing joint management 
agreements related to fi sh and wildlife. 
Notable examples of court decisions 
that provide the legal foundation for the 
cooperative management relationship 
between WDFW and the Indian tribes 
include U.S. v. Washington, U.S. v. 
Oregon, Hoh v. Baldrige, and Settler 
v. Lameer. Some of these rulings may 
be viewed online at: http://www.ccrh.

The state and the tribes each have 
a set of responsibilities and rights 
that must be respected. WDFW 
has the responsibility for protecting, 
preserving, and perpetuating fi sh and 
wildlife within the boundaries of the 
state. It has authority to carry out that 
responsibility by regulating fi shing 
and hunting. This responsibility must 
be exercised consistent with federal 
law, including treaties reserving tribal 
fi shing and hunting rights. Tribes have 
the authority to regulate their members’ 
exercise of federally secured rights, 
including the treaty right of taking 
fi sh at usual and accustomed fi shing 
places. Tribal authority is exercised 
in conformity with provisions of the 
applicable federal law.

WDFW and the tribes consult 
through a variety of co-management 
forums to resolve issues and jointly 
develop more than 50 management 
agreements for fi sh, shellfi sh and 
wildlife.

State-tribal agreements include 
conservation objectives, catch 
accounting procedures, data sharing 
requirements, enforcement needs, and 
a commitment to meet each other’s 
resource management objectives.  
WDFW also collaborates with tribes in 
intergovernmental forums on salmon 
recovery planning, forest practices 
rules, environmental permitting, 
and addressing the impacts of 
hydroelectric projects.

WDFW is committed to working with 
tribes to meet our shared conservation 
and management objectives to secure 
the long-term health of the fi sh and 
wildlife of the state.

Game Fish
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rainbow Trout
Body color is variable and may be silvery in lakes and reservoirs. It has a 
red to pink streak on its side and irregular spotting. There are no teeth on 
the back of the tongue.

Steelhead (Female)
Steelhead are ocean-run rainbow trout that run in both summer and winter 
seasons, returning after one to three years at sea.

Coastal Cutthroat Trout
Body color is variable. The maxillary (upper jaw bone) usually extends 
beyond the margin of the eye. The hyoid teeth are behind the tongue. 
There may be a red or orange slash on the underside of the jaw. Spotting 
is more closely grouped toward the tail. Sea-run coastal cutthroat return in 
fall.

Brown Trout
This trout's back is brown or olive with large spots. Sides are light brown to 
yellowish with large dark spots surrounded by halos of blue-gray. The tail 
has few spots.

Golden Trout
Coloration is brilliant and distinct with a green back and gold-toned sides. 
There are a few spots below mid-point of the body, and white tips on the 
dorsal, anal, and pelvic fi ns. Parr marks show on the side of the body.

Eastern Brook Trout
Dark green or blue with white belly; its upper body and dorsal fi n have 
wormlike markings. Its sides have yellow and pink spots with blue rings. 
The lower fi ns are white-tipped and the tail is square.

Lake Trout (Mackinaw)
Dark gray or gray green above, with a light gray to white belly. Colored 
spots are absent, fi ns have small white borders, and the tail is forked. It 
inhabits large, deep lakes.

Dolly Varden/Bull Trout
This fi sh is olive green to brown above and on the sides with no wormlike 
markings. There are cream or crimson spots. The tail is slightly forked. Dolly 
Varden are a sea-run version, more silvery in color. Bull trout are found in 
Eastern and Western Washington.

Kokanee (Silver Trout)
Its back is greenish blue to silver with faint speckling. The sides and belly are 
silvery with no distinct spotting. When kokanee spawn in fall, their sides turn 
red to scarlet. The inside of the mouth is white, not black as in some salmon.

Whitefi sh
Coloration is light grayish-blue on the back with silvery sides and a dull, 
whitish belly. It has large scales, and a small mouth without teeth.

Dolly Varden/Bull Trout
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Largemouth Bass
This bass is dark green on the back and sides, with a dark, horizontal band 
along its sides. The belly is white. The large jaw, when closed, extends 
behind the eye.

Smallmouth Bass
This bass is dark olive to brown on the back with a white belly. The sides 
are bronze and have dark vertical bands. The small jaw does not extend 
behind the eyes.

Bluegill
The bluegill is olive green to bluish with a blue and orange lower body. It 
has vertical bars on each side and solid black gill opercular lobes.

Walleye
Coloration is black to brown on a whitish background. The lower portion 
of the tail fi n is also whitish. It has a dark spot on the fi rst dorsal fi n, but no 
strong cross bars on the sides. The teeth are elongated.

Yellow Perch
This perch has a greenish to yellow body, a white belly, and vertical dark 
crossbars on each side. There are no prominent teeth.

Crappie
The body is silvery with dark spots. The fi ns have dark bands. White 
crappie may have vertical bars on the sides.

Bullhead
The body is darkish-black to brown. Its head is not as fl at as a channel 
catfi sh. The cat-like barbels on its mouth are brown or yellow. The skin has 
no scales. There are no spots on the side, and the tail is not forked.

Channel Catfi sh
The body goes from blackish to silvery to white on the sides. There may be 
some small irregular spots on the sides. Its skin lacks scales. It has cat-like 
black barbels on the mouth and jaw, a fl at head, and forked tail.

Prepare fish the following ways to reduce, by up to 50%, your exposure to PCBs and other 
contaminants* that collect in the fatty parts of fish:

• Do not use fat for gravy or sauces
• Consume younger, smaller fish (within legal limits)

State and County Fish Advisories - Consumption Recommendations

* Mercury collects in the fillet (muscle), not the fat of the fish, and is not reduced by preparing this way. 
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With various fi sh populations across the State being listed under the Endangered Species Act, (most recently Puget Sound 
steelhead) WDFW must provide as much protection as possible for all life stages of these populations, in particular for rearing 
juveniles. Currently, the standard stream rule opens rivers, streams, and beaver ponds to fi shing for game fi sh from the fi rst Saturday 
in June – October 31, with an 8” minimum size, 2 fi sh/day limit. Consequently, much of the juvenile rearing habitat for resident 
trout and Dolly Varden and anadromous salmon, steelhead, cutthroat, and Bull Trout is currently open for fi shing. As a result, these 
juvenile salmonids are at risk of being incidentally caught and may not survive being handled and released, especially if bait is used.

We have adopted a new management strategy that offers additional protection to stocks in streams draining into Puget Sound or the 
Strait of Juan de Fuca. The basic rule in these waters is that all rivers, streams, and beaver ponds are closed to fi shing unless they 
are listed in the following tables in the Puget Sound and Strait Rivers section of pamphlet (see pages 33-48). These tables detail ALL 
of the fi shing opportunity in these drainages. Areas open to fi sheries are presented by river system unless the waters drain directly to 
salt water. All other waters in these drainages are closed to fi shing. We have provided a map of these watersheds to get you started 
on locating an area where you would like to fi sh. There is also an alphabetical list of open areas (see following page). Remaining 
westside rivers and all eastside rivers are listed in the conventional format and still fall under the statewide seasons, unless otherwise 
noted.

OCEAN PHASE

Chinook Salmon
Chinook salmon do not display the conspicuous morphological changes of pink, chum, 
and sockeye salmon during the spawning stage. Typically, Pacifi c salmon turn 
from the silvery bright ocean coloration to a darker bronze color as they approach 
spawning.

Coho Salmon
In mature male coho salmon, the upper jaw forms an elongated hooked snout and 
the teeth become greatly enlarged. The male is generally brighter than that of the 
female and is characterized by the dorsal surface and head turning bluish-green. 
The sides of the males develop a broad red streak. In females, the jaws also 
elongate but the development is much less extreme than that of the males.

Chum Salmon
No prominent spots on back or tail (small speckles may be present). 
White mouth with a white gum line and dark tongue. Large scales. Caudal 
peduncle (tail base) is slender. Silver pigment on the tail.

Chum Salmon
Chum salmon display characteristic olive-green and purple (calico) vertical bars 
on the sides of the body as they approach the spawning phase. Both males and 
females develop hooked noses and large canine-like teeth

Pink Salmon
Generally large black spots on back and heavy oval shaped black blotches 
on the upper and lower lobes of the tail. White mouth with a black gum 
line and tongue. Very small scales. No silver pigment on the tail. Flexible 
(rubbery) lower jaw.

Pink Salmon
As male pink salmon begin to enter the spawning phase, they develop a prominent 
hump in front of the dorsal fi n, an elongated snout, and large teeth. Body color in both 
males and females darkens from a bright silvery appearance to a pale slate, brownish, 
or greenish-gray on the back and sides and a pale whitish color below. Small, 
oblong irregular black spots are present on the back and sides, and on the dorsal 
and tail fi ns.

Sockeye Salmon
No prominent spots on back or tail (small speckles may be present). 
White mouth with a white gum line and dark tongue. Average size scales. 
Prominent gold-colored eyes. No silver pigment on the tail. Small teeth.

Sockeye Salmon
Sockeye turn bright red on their body, and olive-green on the head. Males develop a 
prominent hump in front of the dorsal fi n; the male’s snout becomes elongated; and 
canine-like teeth grow out of the receding gums. Females undergo a distinct color 
change, but retain their body shape.

Coho Salmon
Black spots on back with a few spots on the upper portion of the tail. 
White mouth with a white gum line and dark tongue. Average size scales. 
Silver pigment on the tail.

Chinook Salmon
Large black spots on back, dorsal fi n, and both the upper and lower lobes 
of the tail. Dark mouth with a black gum line. Average size scales. Silver 
pigment on the tail.

FOrAGE FISH - Forage fi sh jig or forage fi sh dip 
net only.

Anglers with the reduced-fee license or a 
Designated Harvester Card may use a forage fi sh 
dip net with a hand-operated gate. Jig gear may 
have up to three treble hooks or nine single-point 
hooks, not to exceed ⅜" between point and shank. 
While fi shing in Areas 5-11 &13, a second line 
using forage fi sh jig gear may be used to fi sh for 
forage fi sh.

You may use forage fi sh jig gear in Columbia 
River waters from the Buoy 10 line to the Rocky 
Point/Tongue Point line.

Species Rules
ALL FISHING GEAr - Must be kept in immediate 
control, and gear may not be left unattended while 
fi shing.

HOOK AND LINE ANGLING - Unless noted 
differently, only one line with up to 2 hooks is 
allowed. Barbless hooks are required for all 
species in Marine Areas 5-13, except forage 
fi sh jig gear.

FOrAGE FISH DIPNET - A section of netting 
(maximum mesh size is ⅝" stretched mesh) dis-
tended by a rigid frame not exceeding 36" across 
and directly attached to a rigid handle. May only be 
used for forage fi sh or squid.

LANDING A FISH - A club or dipnet (landing net) 
may be used to assist landing a legal fi sh taken 
by legal gear. A gaff may only be used to land a 
legally hooked HALIBUT, TUNA, or DOGFISH 
SHARK that will be retained. HALIBUT may be 
shot or harpooned while landing.

DOWNrIGGErS - May be used with a line if the 
line releases from the downrigger while playing 
and landing the fi sh.

rODHOLDErS - May be used; the rod must be 
easily removed without delay; rod may be left in 
the holder while playing the fi sh.

ELECTrIC rEELS - May be used if designed for 
sport fi shing and attached to a fi shing rod.

SPEArFISHING - The diver must be swimming or 
fl oating in the water while spearfi shing.
The use of explosives or bullets attached to the 
spear ("bang sticks") is prohibited.

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Rockfish Conservation
- How You Can Help

Many populations of rockfi sh are in low abundance in 
both Puget Sound and the Washington coast. As a result, 
Puget Sound in Marine Areas 6-13 is closed to fi shing 
for rockfi sh and in other areas of the Sound, the daily 
limit is quite restrictive. Black rockfi sh and blue rockfi sh 
appear very similar, but populations of blue rockfi sh are 
much smaller than are populations of black rockfi sh. We 
encourage anglers to voluntarily release blue rockfi sh 
in areas where their retention is allowed. Mortality of 
released rockfi sh can be very high, especially for fi sh 
brought up from water deeper than 120 feet. Rockfi sh 
have a gas fi lled swim bladder, which allows the fi sh to 

maintain buoyancy in the water. Unlike salmon, rockfi sh 
have a closed bladder which means they cannot rapidly 
adjust the volume of gas in the bladder. When fi sh are 
brought to the surface, the gas in the bladder expands 
which can cause internal damage, protrusion of the 
stomach from the mouth and may cause damage to 
the eyes, and result in high mortality rates for released 
rockfi sh. This results in wastage of the resource and may 
delay the time required for rockfi sh stocks to recover to 
healthy levels. However, there are a few simple steps 
you can take to improve their chances of survival upon 
release.

If you catch rockfi sh while fi shing for other species, the 
best thing to do is move to another location where the 
rockfi sh are not as abundant. If you do hook a rockfi sh 
and want to release it, return the fi sh to the water as 
quickly as possible and avoid touching the eyes or gills. 
In water over 60 feet deep, the fi sh may have trouble 
resubmerging. There are several methods you can use 
to help. Try using an inverted plastic crate (such as a 
milk crate) with a weight and line attached. 

Drop the crate over the rockfi sh and lower it down to 
depth, then pull up, releasing the rockfi sh. Or you might 
try using a large, weighted barbless hook and placing it 
in the skin membrane near the jaw of the rockfi sh, then 
lowering it to depth and releasing the fi sh. Additionally, 
commercially made release mechanisms are available 
for purchase. Try to get the fi sh down to the depth at 
which you captured it or at least to 40 feet of depth.

ABALONE CAN NOT BE LEGALLY HARVESTED
The fi shery for pinto (aka northern) abalone has been closed since 1994 in order to reverse populati on 
declines. Even with the closure, populati ons have conti nued to collapse. Between 1992 and early 2009, 
abalone populati ons have fallen by as much as 83%. Eff orts are underway to restore this important species and 
in order for restorati on to succeed, we must protect all remaining wild abalone. A suite of partners has created 
a hatchery program to raise and outplant juvenile abalone, but this program relies on wild abalone as parents 
for hatchery producti on. Wild abalone, parti cularly those found in small groups or aggregati ons, are criti cal for 
natural spawning and recovery. Abalone are sensiti ve to any physical disturbance. If you see one, please do not 
disturb it. Pinto abalone are listed as a State Candidate Species, a State Species of Greatest Conservati on Need 
and a federal Species of Concern.

Waketickeh Creek Conservation Area: Waters and bedlands from Waketickeh Creek (located 1,000 yards NE of Cummings Pt.) out 
perpendicular to shore 500 yards, then parallel to shore northeast 1,700 yards, then back to shore along a line perpendicular to shore, excluding 
the area within 100' of ordinary high water - CLOSED to all harvest.

There are two important steps to killing a 
crayfi sh quickly and humanely. The fi rst is to chill 
them in ice or ice slurry for 20-30 minutes, and 
the second is to pierce their head with a knife.

Marine Area 11 open one day only -- May 1. In Marine Area 8-2 only, it is lawful for divers to 
take shrimp by hand or hand-held device from 7:00 p.m. until midnight on any open day in May.
Additional dates and times will be announced if suffi cient quota remains.

COONSTRIPE 
and PINK

June 1-Oct. 15, Marine Areas 8, 9, and 11 are open daily for COONSTRIPE AND PINK with a 
150' maximum fi shing depth restriction. All SPOT SHRIMP caught must be returned to the water 
immediately. Marine Area 10 will remain closed after SPOT SHRIMP quota is taken.

ALL SPECIES Open May 1, and 5, from 7:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. 
Additional dates and times will be announced if suffi cient quota remains.

PACIFIC OCEAN
Marine Areas 1-3 and 4 (west 
of Bonilla-Tatoosh line)

ALL SPECIES Year-round. Open daily.
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Caution
Sportfi shing rules for crab, shrimp, and crawfi sh are subject to change based on allocation and/or soft shell conditions. Check the  
Shellfi sh rule Change toll-free Hotline, (866) 880-5431; the WDFW website http://wdfw.wa.gov, or watch your local media for potential 
changes. See individual species listings (crab, page 136; shrimp, page 138; and crawfi sh, page 134) for seasons and other harvest rules.

One star trap, one ring net, or one pot is considered one unit of gear. The maximum number of units of gear that may be fi shed per person is:

 Puget Sound: (Marine Area 4, east of the Bonilla-Tatoosh line, and in Marine Areas 5-13).
  Shrimp: Two pots per person, and no more than 4 shrimp pots may be onboard or fi shed by any one boat at a time.
  Crab: Two units of crab gear per person, and no limit on the number of units of crab gear per boat.

Coastal Waters: (Marine Areas 1-3 and in Marine Area 4, west of the Bonilla-Tatoosh line). Two units of crab and/or shrimp gear per person.  
Exception: Columbia River - three units of crab gear per person.

Freshwater: Crawfi sh: Five units of gear per person.

GENErAL GEAr ruLES:
Every shellfi sh pot, ring net, or star trap left unattended in Washington waters must have its own buoy line and a separate buoy that is permanently 
and legibly marked with the operator’s fi rst name, last name, and permanent address (telephone number is voluntary). It is ILLEGAL to pull 
unattended shellfi sh gear with a buoy that does not have your name on it, and only one name and address may appear on each buoy. Any angler 
may assist the person whose name is on the buoy while he or she is pulling the pot. No fi sher may set, fi sh, or pull shellfi sh gear from a vessel, in 
Catch Record Card Areas 1-13, from one hour after offi cial sunset to one hour before offi cial sunrise. All shellfi sh gear must be removed from 
the water on closed days.

Buoys must be constructed of durable material (no bleach, antifreeze, detergent bottles, paint cans, etc.) and must be visible on the surface at 
all times except during extreme tidal conditions. Personal fl ags and staff, if attached to buoys, can be of any color. Buoy lines must be weighted 
suffi ciently to prevent them from fl oating on the surface. 

Cord used must be untreated 100% cotton or other natural fi ber no larger than thread size 120. This cord, when attached as described above, must 
be able to rot away and allow crab, shrimp, crawfi sh and fi sh to escape freely if the pot is lost. A derelict crab pot without proper escape cord can 
attract and kill crabs for years after the pot has been lost.  

CrAB GEAr:
The minimum mesh size for crab pots is 1½", and all pots must have two 4¼" minimum inside diameter escape rings in the upper half of the 
pot, except in the Columbia River where the minimum ring size is 4" inside diameter. 

All parts of ring nets and star traps must lie fl at on the sea bottom and may not restrict free movement of crab until lifted. Shellfi sh pots must be 
covered by water at all times while being fi shed. 

Crab pots must not exceed 13 cubic feet.

All crab gear buoys must be half red and half white in color, and both colors need to be visible when fi shing.

SHrIMP GEAr:
Pots must be constructed of either fl exible or rigid mesh material (no liners allowed). 

Entrance tunnels can be made of any size mesh material but must be 
located on the sides of the pot. The sum of the maximum tunnel widths 
must not exceed one-half the perimeter of the bottom of the pot. 

Shrimp pots must not exceed 10 feet in perimeter and 18" in height.

All shrimp pot buoys must be yellow in color. 

SHrIMP POT MESH SIZE:
 1" Minimum Mesh Size
  A ⅞" square peg must be able to pass through each mesh   
  opening – see diagram, except for fl exible (web) mesh pots,  
  where the opening must be a minimum of 1 ¾" stretch measure.
  Puget Sound:
  Required for all shrimp pots during the month of May.
  Required in all areas open for spot shrimp after June 1st.  
  Pacifi c Ocean:
  Required year-round.

 1/2" Minimum Mesh Size
  A 3/8" square peg must be able to pass through each mesh  
  opening, except for fl exible (web) mesh pots, where the   
  opening must be a minimum of 1⅛" stretch measure.
  Puget Sound:
  Allowed after June 1st in any area closed for spot shrimp, but open for coonstripe and pink shrimp.

LOST GEAr: 
Do not attempt to salvage lost shellfi sh gear in Hood Canal without fi rst getting a permit from the WDFW Enforcement Program - (360) 902-2936. 
To report lost shellfi sh gear, call WDFW at (800) 477-6224. If we can recover your gear and it is properly identifi ed, we will attempt to return it.

Not all shellfi sh gear sold in Washington meet the specifi cations shown on this page. Verify that your pot meets these requirements prior to use.

All crab, shrimp, and crawfi sh pots must be equipped with a biodegradable device (rot/escape cord) and shall include one or more of the following:
 (1)  securing the pot lid hook or tie down strap with a single loop of cord; or
 (2)  sewing a 3" by 5" escape panel in the upper half of pot closed with cord; or
 (3)  attaching the pot lid or one pot side (serving as a pot lid) with no more than three single loops of cord.
